Which represent growth 
opportunities for you?

5.	  If you compare the amount of time you seek wisdom from Scripture vs. other sources, what does 
that reveal? What is step you can take this week to more regularly and intentionally seek God’s 
wisdom?

2.	  Why should we do good things? Read James 1:5.

3.	 What does wisdom that comes from God look like? Read James 3:17.

4.	 Is there an area of your life that you need wisdom? Pray and ask God for it!
